The exams will take place at ________________during the week of April 11 – April 15, 2011.  Most components of the exam will be conducted during the regular school day but some modifications to the daily schedule may be required.

We are hoping that all eligible students will take advantage of this wonderful opportunity.

Students are encouraged to consult with their French teacher in order to register for the appropriate exam corresponding with their skill level.  Please note that the results of the DELF exam have no impact on the students’ class grades.  Results are communicated individually to students and their scores will not be submitted to the school or to the Ministry of Education. 

Although there is no cost for the DELF qualification process, a returnable deposit is required. A deposit of $40 must be submitted with the registration for each candidate wishing to sit a DELF exam. Cheques will be returned upon completion of all exam components. Students unable to be present for the exam must give adequate notice.
